 Fred Hofstra introduces that proposed changes to the NARRA operations manual for the 

BGL to approve.  The proposed changes were discussed and several changes were suggested 
by the BGL.  Fred will take these suggestions back to NARRA and will inform the BGL of 
the final changes made to NARRA’s policy. 

 HIGHLIGHTS from the proposed changes. 
1.) The administration fee will be $5.00 per game for NARRA’s assigning and payroll 

services. 
2.) Qualified Female coaches on the bench must be 18+. 
3.) Bunny games are to only have 1 coach on the ice, staying close to the boards and out of 

the play. 
4.) Changes to the Late or No show teams (section 1209) “Teams must be ready to play no 

later than two minutes from the beginning of the appointed ice time.  A “delay of game” 
penalty shall be assessed for being late for a game.  An additional “delay of game” 
penalty shall be assessed for each additional two minutes the team is not ready to play.”  
“Should any team not be ready to play ten minutes after the start of the appointed ice 
time, they will at the non-defaulting coaching option, default the game with a 1-0 score 
with goal being scored at the 00:10 of the first period.  The game may be played as an 
exhibition game at the discretion of the coaches and the referees present”

President, Brad Sonnenberg: 
 
The league had another very successful Ringette season in 2008/9!  This success is 
measured by the huge volume of games played, the growth in players, the fantastic 
volunteers and the great sportsmanship displayed both on and off the ice.  
 
What makes the League Successful? 
 
Each season I have been involved with ringette,  I begin my report by recognizing the 
amazing efforts of the volunteers that make the Zone 5 and the Black Gold League so 
very successful: 

 This executive is both dedicated and energetic and work very hard to make 
everything run well and provide a fun environment for our players.  They are truly 
good people that work hard to accomplish a wonderful job.  I very much appreciate 
their talent, energy and commitment and their phenomenal efforts benefit all of the 
players and associations. 

 Each of you that come to these meetings and bring your support for the league ensure 
the Black Gold league runs effectively and fairly.  I am very impressed with your 
openness and resolve to make things work. 

 The coaches and referees give so much of  their time and skills and provide solid role 
models both on and off the ice. 

 The many volunteers on all of the various teams that ensure the teams and players get 
on the ice! 

 And of course the most important element - the Players! 
 
Thank you for your efforts – they really make a positive difference! 
 
So are we Zones or the Black Gold league? 
 
Again this year I include a description of who and what we are.  The Black Gold league 
was again a very successful combination of the Zone 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 ringette teams.  This 
works very well to provide broad league play across all 15 associations.  We all benefit 
from greater depth in all divisions to provide stronger competitive play.  The BGL 
governs league play while Ringette Alberta governs player/team registration and the play 
of Provincials.  The BGL executive also acted on behalf of the Zone 5 teams to develop 
play downs and determine Zone 5 Provincial representatives. 
 
Some tough love: 
 
In the Black Gold league, we work through some fairly tough topics such as team 
pooling, re-pooling, player approvals and play off structuring.  We work well together to 
get the players on the ice! 
 
We have developed/evolved a number of operational policies over the last 2 seasons. 
 



There was a clear need to reduce complexity in managing the league.  It is far too much 
to ask a few volunteers in BGL to research, query, follow up and work through many 
thousands of games/reschedules and incidents.  The introduction and continuation of 
financial penalties improved play in the league.  The number of unplayed games and 
forfeits dramatically decreased this season.  It has been proven that while many 
associations/teams accomplish their league roles well - others do not deliver unless 
threatened with and assigned fines.  With the threat of fines and your association support 
an issue that might have gone unresolved for months in past seasons was resolved within 
a day or two. 
 
The BGL continued to recognize the challenges with some long game travel and the 
associated costs.  We used policies to reduce travel through a number of strategies: half 
way games, mini tournament formats and pooling based on both competitiveness and 
geographic separation.  I believe the league will need to reconsider the use of geography 
as a means of forming pools – while this may have been successful to reduce travel, the 
competitiveness of pools was not as good as in past seasons. 
 
The experiment to have staggered season end for each division did not work all that well.  
The expected benefits of “decompressing” season end ice was not realized. 
 
Unfortunately, there were some distasteful incidents where a few folks were far too 
unwilling to be flexible, to travel, to meet their commitments and to give other 
teams/coaches the benefit of the doubt.  In a couple cases this led to folks getting caught 
in technology like emails to allow them to be rude without facing the person they 
belittled.  For the same reason society is watching bullying via youth texting, we as adults 
need to ensure this nonsense does not take away from the prime focus of players on the 
ice! 
 
Support for Referees: 
 
Zone 5 and Black Gold requires and appreciates each team, coach, parent and player 
support in making the games successful and in particular the support for the NO 
TOLERANCE approach to referee abuse. 
 
Financial: 
 
Black Gold and Zone 5 is ending the year in a good financial position.  Costs continue to 
rise, and Black Gold has very limited funding.  We must continue to be very conscious of 
the financial load on the associations, their teams and the families. 
 
Thank you: 
 
We have a great league providing the sport of ringette to many players of all ages who 
have fun, develop strong friendships and grow.  There is a very balanced drive for player 
growth and a focus on fairness on and off the ice. 
 



On behalf of Black Gold and Zone 5, thank you for making the season a great success 
through your efforts as volunteers, players, coaches, referees, parents and fans.  As this 
season comes to a close, I thank each of you for contributing so much during the season.  
It takes everyone doing a little to make things work so well. 
 
I, and the executive, have greatly enjoyed working for you - thank you for your support.  
 
I have many fond memories during my time with the league executive.  As always have a 
great season!

This year we changed the playoff format to a double elimination format, for all levels, as 
was discussed at the end of last season. This made for some very exciting overtime and 
shootout games. I received very positive feedback for this format, and hope to see it 
continue. We endured a few speed bumps along the way with trying to get all the ice 
from associations, but in the end, with the great help from the association ice allocators 
we were able to make it happen. Many divisions needed to be complete in the 2 weeks 
after the second session ended, so there was a huge need for ice at the end of February. 
There were 87 playoff games for Petite and up throughout Zone 5, and 3 pools of novice 
playoffs hosted by St Albert, Leduc and Spruce Grove.

- pressure RAB to set the Provincials dates for what works best for BGL - and to have those 
finalized before the season starts 

- all BGL associations hosting tournaments should have their deadlines adjusted to suit league 
scheduling.  i.e., all pre-Christmas deadlines by Oct 1; all post-Christmas by Dec 1 

- set the dates (before the season starts) for games that involve distant teams (FMC, RVY, HNT,...) 
based on all known tournaments, etc. and then establish a (bigger) penalty for rescheduling these 

- the number of League Games remain at 16 for all Divisions 
- the season end for Petite+ levels lengthened in relationship to when Provincials are 
- continue with reduced Christmas break 
- Edmonton area Associations should continue to try to provide as much weekday ice (6:30PM to 

8:00PM start) as possible for League games 
- Association and Teams should continue to provide information as soon as they can about 

tournaments that they will be hosting or participating in.  Note that there are cutoff dates for 
“Dark Time” requests.
